Legislative Alert:  U.S. Senate and House of Representatives Introduce Companion National Save for Retirement Resolutions! 

Late yesterday, June 20th, the U.S. House of Representatives joined the Senate in introducing a companion measure, H. Res. 507, establishing October 21, 2007 as National Save for Retirement Week.  As expected, Representatives Allyson Schwartz (D-PA) and Sam Johnson (R-TX), both members of the House Committee on Ways and Means, introduced the Resolution.

As reported yesterday Senators Gordon Smith (R-OR) and Kent Conrad (D-ND) introduced S. Res. 240 making the week of October 21, 2007 National Save for Retirement Week.


These joint House and Senate Resolutions build on the positive nationwide response in October 2006 to National Save for Retirement Week.  NAGDCA has worked closely with both the Senate and House in order to ensure passage this year of the Resolution and further the goal of educating and urging employees—both public and private—to increase their savings for retirement.  In addition to seeking this critical recognition from Congress, NAGDCA has also been working with both chambers to begin an effort that would create legislation authorizing a permanent National Save for Retirement Month.


The Committee on Ways and Means, working closely with Senators Smith and Conrad, plans to begin the process of drafting a bill this summer.  Once passed by the House and Senate, the legislation would go to the President for a National Save for Retirement Month proclamation.
